
SALKUM PLATEAU  

�e west end of the Byway passes through Jackson Prairie, 
named after John R. and Matilda Jackson. �eir log home, built 
in 1850, still stands near Mary�s Corner and served as the �rst 
court house of the Washington Territory.  Further south from 
Mary�s Corner,  Lewis & Clark State Park o�ers easy access to an 
old growth forest, boardwalk and interpretive trail. 

�is section of the byway passes by farms, small communities, 
and rolling hills, and is the only spot on the byway where all 
three volcanoes� Mount Rainier, Mount St. Helens, and Mount 
Adams� can be seen at the same time.

Lakes

Recreation facilities on May�eld and Ri�e Lakes are some 
of the most popular on the Byway, with camping, �shing, 
wildlife watching and hiking.  Information for visiting 
nearby parks can be found in Mossyrock or Morton.  Near 
Mossyrock, �ower �elds and Christmas tree farms are 
seasonal destinations, while the annual Logger�s Jubilee in 
Morton celebrates the region�s living timber heritage.

BIG BOttOm ValleY

�e broad Cowlitz River Valley is surrounded by forested 
foothills, with occasional views to the big volcanoes.  
�e valley bottom is prime elk habitat�especially in 
the winter months.  Side tours from this section of the 
Byway lead to the Mount St. Helens National Volcanic 
Monument and recreation in the Gi�ord Pinchot 
National Forest, including hiking and mountain biking, 
wildlife watching, and scenic backcountry driving routes.

AlpINe Pass

�e scenic crown of the byway includes outstanding views 
to the Goat Rocks Wilderness Area and Mount Rainier 
National Park.  Scenic pullouts feature Mount Rainier and 
alpine peaks, along with steep-walled canyons, waterfalls, 
and volcanic rock formations.  Outstanding recreation 
opportunities include hiking, �shing, and horseback riding 
in the summer, and skiing, snowshoeing, and snowmobiling 
in the winter.

RImrOCk

On the east side of White Pass, the Byway passes Rimrock 
Lake, a large reservoir created by a dam on the Tieton 
River.  �is section of the drive includes forest scenery 
and broad vistas over the lake.  In the fall larches on the 
surrounding hillsides turn a clear yellow, celebrating the 
season before winter snowfall.  Trails and camping areas 
are located throughout the Rimrock area.

TIetON RIversIDe

�e Byway follows the Tieton River, a sparkling alpine 
river in a narrow, rocky canyon.  Volcanic rock formations 
border the road throughout this area, including palisades, 
pillow lava, and other unique geological features.  Popular 
recreation sites along the river provide opportunities for 
�shing, camping, rafting, water access, and picnicking.

Oak Creek

Some of the richest and most diverse wildlife habitat 
along the Byway can be found in the Oak Creek Wildlife 
Area.  Elk, bighorn sheep, deer, and a wide variety of bird 
species make their homes in the landscapes bordering 
the Byway and nearby roads.  A side trip along the rough 
Bethel Ridge Road takes visitors to high country habitat 
where mountain goats can be seen in the right season.  
Recreational information is available at the Oak Creek 
Wildlife Refuge or in the town of Naches.

NaCHes ValleY

Here the White Pass Scenic Byway meets the Chinook 
Scenic Byway, providing opportunities for a long loop trip 
through spectacular scenery.  Between Oak Creek and 
the community of Naches the byway winds through fruit 
orchards and vineyards, with farmstands o�ering fresh 
seasonal produce.  �e Naches Depot Visitor Center o�ers 
recreation information for the Oak Creek Wildlife Refuge, 
White Pass Scenic Byway, Chinook Scenic Byway, and 
Okanogan-Wenatchee National Forest.
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
